The Physician Payments Sunshine Act (PPSA) requires medical product manufacturers to disclose to 
the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) any payments or other transfers of value 
made to physicians or teaching hospitals. It also requires certain manufacturers and group purchasing 
organizations (GPOs) to disclose any physician ownership or investment interests held in those 
companies.
